SUPPLEMENTAL CONCOURS INFORMATION
The Parade Concours Team welcomes you to Salt Lake City, Utah and thanks you for SHARING YOUR PASSION with other Parade entrants.  A few notes on particular aspects of Concours Prep, as well as, Staging and Field Loading that will make your experience in SLC more pleasurable and less challenging.

CONCOURS PREPARATION AREA

Location:  Parking Deck, level 2, of the Grand America Hotel

-The facility is indoors and underground.  Therefore, although not air conditioned, it is serviced by many exhaust fans and should provide a pleasant workplace for your Concours Preparation efforts.  This area will be dedicated to Concours Prep use beginning Friday 6 July 2012 and remain available only for Concours Prep until the afternoon of 9 July 2012.  The Parking Garage is open 24/7.

-Lighting is good, provided by mostly Mercury Vapor lamps.  To be safe, however, there are multiple locations for power sourcing your own lighting equipment.

-Cars are NOT to be left running while in the Preparation Area.  
-Any necessary spray painting MUST be completed outside of the Parking Garage and NOT LESS THAN 100 feet from any other car.
-There will be NO trailers allowed in the Parking Garage.  Lots dedicated for Truck/Trailer parking are near the Grand America Hotel.

-There will be multiple Wash Areas with hoses provided.  These are located along the NE wall of Level 2 of the Parking Garage.  These spots are dedicated to Concours Prep during the timeframe listed above.  Other Wash Locations are available for general use in the Little America Hotel Parking area.

-There is plenty of room to accommodate all Concours participants.  Please be courteous and efficient by using only the space you need, allowing others to utilize the available space as efficiently as possible.  Being a Parking Garage, there is no necessity for placing plastic or cardboard under your car.
-PLEASE NOTE: VIP parking is also on this level along the West wall.  Please pay attention to NO PARKING signs at all times.

PORSCHE CORRAL 

Location:  E. Capitol St. between 300 North and 500 North, on the East side        of the Utah State Capitol Building.

-ALL   Porsches must be in place inside the Porsche Corral before 9AM.  
-ALL   Porsches must remain in the Porsche Corral until 3PM.

-ONLY    Porsches are allowed in the Porsche Corral and due to limited space ONLY    those Porsches belonging to registered Parade SLC 2012 entrants will be allowed access. Therefore, PLEASE NOTE,   your Parade entrant car number MUST     be displayed on the center top portion of the windshield to be admitted.

-Please pay close attention to the instructions given by the Parade Volunteers as you enter the Porsche Corral.  In doing so, you will assist us in accommodating as many Porsches as possible in the Corral.

-NEW FOR 2012----There will be a group of Celebrity Judges walking the Porsche Corral field at 10AM to choose their favorite Porsches.  It is STRICTLY   a walk through, visual look at all the Porsches in the Corral.  There will be no touching, no opening of doors or compartments, no rules, no restrictions and no protocols for the Celebrity Judges to follow.  Unique Prize Ribbons, indicating CELEBRITY JUDGE’S CHOICE,   will be awarded at the Concours Banquet.

CONCOURS d’ELEGANCE
Location: The front lawn and landing of the Utah State Capitol Building ~1 mile North of the Grand America Hotel.  (Route directions attached)
-YOU MUST COMPLETE PARADE REGISTRATION AND CHECK-IN ON SUNDAY, 8 JULY, 2012, AND RECEIVE YOUR PARADE CONCOURS PACKET.   ENTRANT CAR  NUMBERS,  JUDGING SCORE SHEETS AND PLACARD WILL BE GIVEN TO YOU AT REGISTRATION.  YOU MUST  HAVE THESE ITEMS TO ENTER THE CONCOURS SITE ON MONDAY, 9 JULY, 2012.
NO EXCEPTIONS!!!!!!!!!!!!!!
-The DEADLINE for requests for classification changes is 11AM, local SLC time, on Sunday, 8 July 2012.  CONCOURS TEAM officials will be present at the Concours Table located in Parade Registration if you wish to request a change.
-ALL JUDGED   cars MUST have their Parade Entry/Car Number affixed to the center of their windshield to be admitted onto the Concours Site.  It is NOT necessary to affix the side numbers until after the event.

-Cars will be staged onto the Concours Site in groups, according to Class.  Specific timelines for your Group and Class will be provided at Parade Registration.  Be prepared, this process will begin in the 4:30-5:00AM timeframe.  More information will be provided in your registration packet.
-ALL JUDGED   cars MUST BE DRIVEN onto the Concours Site under their own power.  
-Display settings of Groups and Classes for Parade SLC 2012 will be spread out in a Park like setting, rather than traditional rows and columns.  This will allow for some terrific photo opportunities throughout the Concours Site.  This will also require your attention and patience in placement.  Please, DO NOT  get in a hurry and create an unsafe condition for you, your Porsche or any PCA Volunteers providing you with instructions.

-ALL cleaning materials and associated bags, bottles, etc MUST be removed from the Concours Field by 9AM, when official Judging begins.  There will be a monitored storage area provided on the concrete pad of the Capitol steps behind the Historic Display.  You are welcome to utilize this area if you have not made other arrangements for your supplies. There will be a 5 Minute warning prior to Judging beginning.  This will be you indication to remove said materials.  Please adhere to this policy to insure those special photos taken of your car or cars around you, aren’t hampered by unsightly materials in the background.  This process will be monitored, so please assist us in keeping the Concours Site unencumbered.
-JUDGING BEGINS @9AM -----Remember that when Judging begins, only light dusting is allowed.  Please don’t stretch this concept and cause grounds for disqualification.  Tree debris, bugs, etc are recognized perils that occur during display and will be treated as such by the Judges.

-The Parade Concours Scoring Team works diligently to post all scores as quickly as possible.  The Scoring Board will be located behind the Historic Cars Display to the right of the Capitol Building portico entry.  Remember, once the scores for your Class are posted, there is a 30 minute Protest Period.  The Protest Tent will be located to the left of the portico entry behind the Historic Cars Display.  

-NO CARS MAY LEAVE the Concours Field until released by the Parade Concours Team.  The Master of Ceremonies will make the announcement when given the release.  There are many aspects behind the scenes that may require more time than is often anticipated.  The calculation and cross checking of Score Sheets is only the beginning of the Parade Concours Scoring Team’s responsibilities.  Class results CANNOT be posted until ALL cars in a Class are Judged and Score Sheets received by the Team. The worst thing that can happen is for the Team to rush, make an error and cause huge disappointment for entrants, by improper postings that must be altered later.  We ask you to, PLEASE BE PATIENT, relax and enjoy your day at the Parade SLC 2012 Concours.  Have a nice lunch or utilize the Senate Cafeteria in the East Senate Building for snacks.  Schmooze with fellow PCAers and SHARE YOUR PASSION!!!!
-CAUTION  ----This site is NOT a manicured golf course.  There are minor ruts and bumps in the grassy areas.  There should be no issue, even for the lower cars, if you follow the instructions of the PCA Volunteers and move slowly on the grass.  Entry points to the Concours Field will be ramped as needed and PCA Volunteers will be present to guide and assist.  When the Concours Team releases all cars, exit assistance will also be provided. 
PAY ATTENTION AND DON’T GET DISTRACTED 
-NOTE----Entrants with Boxsters, Caymans and 2012 991 model 911’s.  Engine compartments WILL BE JUDGED.  The entrant is responsible for removing whatever panels, hardware, shells, etc,  that are necessary to provide the Concours Engine Compartment Judge access to said engine.  Please become familiar with this process as it may pertain to your Porsche before the Concours begins.  The Judging Team will perform their duties in a slightly altered format for these Porsches.  Judging will proceed as follows:

1.  Exterior Judge will perform walk around to check overall fit and finish

2.  Entrant will be asked to open all compartments including the engine compartment.  When the entrant has completed this task and ALL compartments are opened properly he will advise the Judging Team Chief that the car is ready to be judged.
3. Judging Team Chief will instruct the timer to start the clock.  Each Judge will dedicate 5 minutes to Judge their respective area of the car.
4. Timer will stop the Judging at the end of the 5 minutes
-Any entrant interested in learning more details as to the proper procedure for the removal of the engine covers on their Boxster, Cayman or 2012 991 may attend the Concours 101 Class that is being presented at several different times on Saturday and Sunday.  Consult your Activities Schedule for times and locations.
-Port-a-Lets will be located on the SE corner of E. Capitol St.  Facing the State Capitol Building, that would be on the Right front edge of the State property.  There are also facilities in the Capitol Building.  Enter behind the Historic Cars Display and make a right turn down the main hall.
-We anticipate a very hot week in SLC and being in the sun all day on the Concours Field can be very grueling.  Come prepared with sunscreen, wide brimmed hats, and lots of liquids to have a safe and enjoyable day in the sun.  For most folks this will be a higher elevation than normally experienced, so the intensity of the sun and the altitude can have greater impact before you realize what is happening.  PAY ATTENTION TO YOUR HEALTH
-The Utah State Capitol has approximately 2300 employees.  Via in-house news alerts they have been advised of the Concours Event being held on their front lawn.  They have been cordially invited to come and view the Concours.  They have been advised of proper protocol to be adhered to and should provide a vast new audience for us to SHARE OUR PASSION with.  Please be cordial as well, since we are their guests.
